Year 5 Summer Term: 

Traders and Invaders 

Science 

In science, we will be learning about the reproductive 

cycles of four significant types of animals: mammals, 

amphibians, insects and birds. Children will also focus 

on reproduction in plants before learning about repro-

duction in humans. 

Art and DT 

In art, children will learn about Viking crests. They will be 

appraising past crests from history, before practising differ-

ent clay and sculpting techniques and sculpting their 

 own design inspired by Viking crests and emblems. 

In DT children will be bakers and learning how to appraise, 

design, bake and evaluate various savoury bread. 

 

Geography 

We will start the term by looking at climate change and 

how it affects the planet. Children will identify the differ-

ent human and physical features in towns and cities 

across the UK. Children will explore the different hu-

man and physical features during their field trip to Edin-

burgh. 

English 

In English, we start the term focusing on  ‘Beowolf’ 

and the poem ‘The Malefeasance’ and using these to 

write our own story. We will then use ‘Dragons’ as a 

model text to support us in writing our own explana-

tion text. 

 

In guided reading, we will be reading ‘Viking Boy’ by 

Tony Bradman and ‘Harry Potter and the Philoso-

pher’s Stone' by JK Rowling. We will continue to read 

a variety of related texts and video clips in our daily 

guided reading lessons.  

Maths 

In maths we will be looking at decimals, shapes and 

measure.  

We will end the summer term with various maths pro-

jects applying our knowledge.  

Computing 

In computing, children will use a combination of shapes to cre-

ate their vector drawings. They will learn how to use tools to 

modify objects and create different effects.  

French 

In French, we will be developing our reading, writing, 

speaking and listening skills. We will be learning about 

classroom language and clothes using our Language  

Angels scheme of work.  

Music 

We will continue to access session from Hull Music Service 

and developing our composition and  

performance skills in Samba. 

PSHE 

We will be learning about positive relationships and self

-esteem. Children will also learn about online safety. 

They will then look at perception and puberty and un-

derstand the importance of looking after their mental 

and physical health.
